Space Assignment Fees

All applications for space must be filled out on the form provided
by the National Advanced Practice Neonatal Nurses Conference.
Please complete the enclosed form and keep a copy for your files. The
National Advanced Practice Neonatal Nurses Conference may at its
discretion, accept or reject any application for space.

Terms of Payment and Cancellations

A deposit of 50% for exhibit/meeting space is required at the time
of application for space. The balance of payment shall be due upon
receipt of confirmation. Assignments not rejected within 14 days from
the notification of space assignment will be considered accepted and
may, thereafter, be rejected or the contract cancelled only with the
approval of ANN Conference Management.

Should any contingency prevent holding of the conference or
exhibition, the sponsoring group shall not be held liable for any
expenses incurred by the exhibitors/supporters.

Exhibitors/supporters cancelling before January 18, 2019, will
forfeit their deposits. Exhibitors canceling after this date will be charged
full-space rental. Cancellations must be made in writing to the
conference management firm, Anthony J. Jannetti, Inc.

Exhibitor Services
